Enrolments  

In the first newsletter of the year in February, I reported that our 

total  school enrolments were up 12% on 2008. Since then we have 

had an additional 15 students enrol at Asquith Boys. I have been 

successful in gaining some extra staffing with this increase. This 

means that we will be having additional classes in Year 9 and Year 

11. Some minor changes will be made to the existing timetable. I am 

sorry for any inconvenience this may cause but overall this 

represents smaller class sizes for our students, which only improves 

their learning environment.  

Homework  

Term 2 is a period of the year when exams, assessments and reports 

are a dominant feature of our calendar. I have recently been taking 

every opportunity to encourage students to maximise their chances 

of success in formal academic qualifications by maintaining good 

organisational habits and a healthy homework ethic. Years 7 to 9 

should be completing an average of 1 ½ to 2 hours of 

homework/study each day, Year 10 two hours and Years 11 to 12 at 

least two to three hours. This is a basic requirement if our students 

are to be competitive on a state and national basis. Years 7 and 9 

have recently completed the NAPLAN examinations, the new 

national literacy and numeracy tests. Parents will receive 

individualised results in September, which will allow them to rate 

ÛÏÌÐÙɯÚÖÕÚɀɯ×ÌÙÍÖÙÔances against national benchmarks.

Although we will not be successful in 

getting all our nominated tasks completed, there will be substantial 

maintenance and refurbishments carried out in the school over the 

next 6-12 months: this includes considerable carpeting, painting 

and repairs.

Asquith Boys High School has once again staged a very successful 

international soccer tour. The boys have recently returned from a 

fantastic experience in Vietnam. The participation and behaviour of 

the boys was exemplary. I would like to thank Mr George Moscos 

and Mr Mike Blackwood for their work organising and running the 

tour.  

Train Safety  

All Years 7 to 12 students have participated recently in rail safety 

workshops run by CityRail staff. This has been followed up by 

regular attendance by CityRail transit officers, local police and 

myself at Asquith station. All our students are certainly well aware 

of train safety issues and my expectations for appropriate 

behaviour on trains and train stations. I believe that the majority of 

our students behave responsibly and safely. However, there is a 

minority of students still causing concern. I will not hesitate to take 

the strongest disciplinary action with any of our students if I have 

evidence of unsafe or unacceptable behaviour on public transport.
