in Visual Arts, Band and Music 

for Year 7, Year 9 (School Certificate) and Year 11 (HSC) 
Scholarship opportunities are being offered at Asquith Boys High School to encourage and 

acknowledge students in academic excellence and excellence in the creative arts. 

Asquith Boys High School provides opportunities for students to pursue high quality creative arts and 
music programs, whilst studying curriculum developed by the NSW Board of Studies. Asquith Boys High 
School encourages the participation of pupils not only in academic work, but also in cultural, sporting 
and outdoor activities. 

The school will be offering three (3) categories of Scholarships in Creative Arts for 2009 for Year 7, 
Year 9 (School Certificate) and Year 11 (HSC Senior School). 

Year 7 Stage Band Scholarship 
Up to five (5) Scholarships will be offered, covering Band Tuition Fee, General School and 
Library/Technology contributions.  The Scholarship will be valid for four (4) years subject to annual review. 
For a student to retain his Scholarship he must show exemplary conduct, progress and effort in his 
academic work, attendance at all band rehearsals and participation in all band activities.  Concert 
tours, camps and performances will not be covered by the Scholarship. 

School Certificate Scholarship – Visual Arts 
Up to two (2) Scholarships will be offered, covering General School and Library/Technology contributions 
and Elective fees in Visual Arts.  The Scholarship will be valid for two (2) years subject to annual review. 
For a student to retain his Scholarship he must show exemplary conduct, progress and effort in his 
academic work. 

School Certificate Scholarship – Music 
Up to two (2) Scholarships will be offered, covering General School and Library/Technology contributions 
and Elective fees in Music. The Scholarship will be valid for two (2) years subject to annual review.  For a 
student to retain his Scholarship he must show exemplary conduct, progress and effort in his academic 
work, attendance at all band rehearsals and participation in all band activities.  Concert tours, camps 
and performances will not be covered by the Scholarship. 

Senior School Stage Band Scholarship 
Up to two (2) Scholarships will be offered, covering Band Tuition fee, General School and 
Library/Technology contributions.  The Scholarship will be valid for two (2) years subject to review at the 
end of Year 11.  For a student to retain his Scholarship he must show exemplary conduct, progress and 
effort in his academic work, attendance at all band rehearsals and participation in all band activities. 
Concert tours, camps and performances will not be covered by the Scholarship. 

Senior School Creative Arts Scholarship 
Up to three (3) Scholarships will be offered, covering General School and Library/Technology 
contributions and Elective fees in respect of which the Scholarship is offered (Visual Arts or Music) and up 
to $300 towards the cost of materials for Visual Arts.

Complete a Scholarship Application Form (available from 16 th June), which can be obtained by contacting the 
school on 9477 3508 or downloaded from our web site www.abhs.nsw.edu.au. A separate application form must be 
completed for each Scholarship. The application must be returned to the school together with the required non­ 
refundable registration fee of $35 (per application). No late applications will be accepted.
